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Circular for New Form 1 Students

Parents of new Form 1 students in the next academic year (2021 — 2022) are requested to note the
following matters. Your kind cooperation with the school is much appreciated.

Parents are required to purchase the school uniform accessories, Hymn Book, Kung Kao Po and school

exercise books (approximately $500).

The school service providers will set up service counters at Room G02 on G/F. Parents and students can

choose to purchase the school items or service through the school.

Wai Fat Books & Stationers Ltd. will be our school textbook supplier for the next academic year. Students
ordering all the books on the booklist through the school will enjoy a discount of 11%, while students ordering
all the books on the booklist through the retail shops of Wai Fat Books & Stationers Ltd. will enjoy a discount
of 5%. The booklist and the order form are distributed on the Registration Day. Students who wish to order
the textbooks through the school must return the order form to the General Office on or before 18™ July, 2021.
Students can choose to purchase either the full set of textbooks (Original price: $5137.00; Price after discount:
$4604.60) or individual textbooks. Students do not need to make a deposit upon submission of the order

forms. Students should payv the full price of the textbooks (including unpublished textbooks and the

textbooks which are out of stock) while collecting the textbooks. Students who have placed orders should
bring a copy of their order forms and collect their textbooks at 9:30 a.m. to 10:00 a.m., 11:00 a.m. to 11:30
a.m. or 12:30 p.m. to 1:00 p.m. on 30" July, 2021 at Room 202. Students who are unable to collect the books
in person can authorise their parents to collect the books for them. In accordance with the guidelines from the
Education Bureau, students and parents can choose the textbook supplier at their own discretion. Students

and parents can choose whether they would like to buy the textbooks through the school or not.

In order to enhance students’ academic standard, Form 1 will adopt the Streaming
System. Students will be allocated to classes based on their results in both the Streaming
Test (English Language, Chinese Language and Mathematics) of the School and the Pre-
Secondary One Hong Kong Attainment Test (English Language, Chinese Language and
Mathematics). Students who obtain the best results will be allocated to “A” Class, while

others will be evenly distributed in the other four classes.

1. Students who are absent for the Streaming Test should submit a parents’ letter to the



General Office prior to or after the test.

2. Students are required to wear a face mask on that day with casual wear (Short-sleeved
or long-sleeved tops and trousers). Temperatures will be checked at the school
entrance before students are allowed to enter the school premises.

In case of a class suspension announced by the Education Bureau due to bad weather
(e.g. Typhoon Signal No. 8 and Black or Red Rainstorm Warning), the Streaming Test
will be postponed; details will be announced later.
